* In the first three decades of the twentieth century, roughly 30 million Americans acquired federal bonds,

while the number of corporate shareholders increased at least fivefold. This new popular receptivity
towards securities investment depended upon both innovations in marketing and evolutions in political
ideology. Investor democracy ideology recast the corporation as a democracy of shareholders, America as
a nation of stock and bond owners, and the securities markets as an analog and an instrument of political
democracy. By analyzing the marketing of stocks and bonds by the federal government, corporations,
and the financial industry, as well as new investorist theories of political economy formulated by a wide
range of economic thinkers, this study explains the origins of ownership society discourse in American
politics and the emergence of America’s first broad, national, impersonal market for financial securities.
